The participants will engage in applying them to their
own country’s cultural context such as economical concepts based on actual research
guestions. The main domains to be covered are performing arts, museums, cultural heritage,
cultural tourism, fashion, and European subsidies. Participants are going to receive a
certificate after passing the final presentations (4 ECTS).
